What can it cover?

Strata Insurance can cover the building and all common or shared property, and contents which belong to the
owners’ corporation. The type of cover and its cost will depend on the kind of building, where it's located and the

amount of common property you share.

What usually isn't covered?

Exclusions, the excess you need to pay and limits
of liability can vary greatly depending on your
insurer. Policies generally won't include cover for:

e Asbestos or Asbestos Derivatives
e Erosion or Earth Movement
« Certain property features such as fencing

» Contents within apartments
